Organised in collaboration with the Kunsthaus Zürich, the exhibition will showcase drawings 
brought together from international collections and will be accompanied by a catalogue 
presenting new research. Following its presentation at The Courtauld the exhibition will 
travel to Zürich, the city where Fuseli was born, on show from 24 February – 21 May 2023.
